iPad Agenda Packet Reduces Costs & Boosts Efficiency 

 

 For Council Meetings alone, they printed 

34,429 pieces of paper in 2010 

 

IT introduced iPads to reduce paper and 

to give Council Members more 

functionality  

 

Expected to save them approximately 

$2,000 per year in printing costs
