REAL ID Act Overview

Q Covers 56 jurisdictions
Q 50 states, 5 territories, and DC

0 Establishes minimum requirements for the secure issuance and
production of state-issued driver’s license and identification cards;

Q Authorizes grants to states; and

Q Prohibits Federal agencies from accepting for official purposes

driver’s licenses and identification cards from non-compliant states.
These purposes are:

0 Accessing Federal facilities;

0 Boarding federally regulated commercial aircraft;

0 Entering nuclear power plants; and

O Any other purpose that the Secretary [of Homeland Security] shall determine.

Enforcement: Aviation

1. Secretarial Announcement (01/08/16)
a) Conduct outreach to educate the traveling public about the timeline below.
b) Continue engagements with states to encourage compliance with REAL ID standards.

2. Passenger Notifications
a) Electronic notifications and web-based advisories (07/15/16).
b) Handouts to passengers at airports in noncompliant states (12/15/16).
c) Signage at all airports.

3. Initial Enforcement (Phase 4A) — Starting January 22, 2018:

a) TSA accepts all licenses from compliant states and from noncompliant states with an
extension, as well as other forms of identification described on www.tsa.gov.

b) Passengers without acceptable identity documents would not be allowed to enter the sterile
area of the airport or board the aircratft.

4. Full Enforcement (Phase 4B) — To begin on October 1, 2020:

a) TSA only accepts compliant licenses issued by compliant states, as well as other forms of
identification described on www.tsa.gov.

b) Passengers without acceptable identity documents would not be allowed to enter the sterile
area of the airport or board the aircratft.
